UNAPPROVED MINUTES
Members Present – Dee Draney; Chairman, Lane Tucker; Vice Chairman, Mike Dalton; Member, Duane Baugh; Member and Lou Brown; Member.

Call to Order – Dee Draney called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. stating for the record that a quorum is present.
Review and Approve May 20, 2016 Minutes. The board reviewed the May 20, 2016 minutes for approval and corrections if necessary.

Motion – Mike Dalton made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Lou Brown seconded. All approved without objection.

Overview of Current Operations: Ken Orton
Water System Status – Ken reported that Aspen Crest has 3 major leaks that will take quite a bit of construction work to be resolved. The leaks could be the result of settling over the winter. Both PRV’s have settled as well. Riley Construction has agreed to fix the leaks as they are the company that installed the lines. The air vac at the top of Aspen Crest needs to be redone as well. 
Ken met with Mike Riley on Wednesday and he is trying to round up a crew to complete the work as he is in the process of selling his business. Ken was asked to give Riley Construction a deadline of August 8th to have the repairs completed.

Ken stated that there are 2 springs up near the Aspen Crest neighborhood that will probably be there all year due to the amount of moisture we received over the winter.

Ken also reported that he discovered a valve near the upper lodge and 2 more valves and waterlines near Valley View. He has added them to the map.
He also repaired another leak on Hyrum Lee and Pine Drive that was leaking a couple gpm. 

Ken stated that we now have good flow through the entire system and everything is looking good.

Flow Measurements – Ken reported that the Forest Service Spring is up to 45 gpm. The Puffer Spring flow is up to 104 gpm.
Roads– Ken reported that the roads are in good shape. They have all been bladed at this point.
Duane inquired about repairs to the road on the north east corner by Bonnie Wyman’s property. 

Lane commented that Shane will be doing a few more cuts in that road for water lines. When he is done Ken can finish the road. Dee commented that we need to make sure Shane gets all the required permits.
Lane stated that Shane is having the lots in the simple subdivision cleared. He has already sold 5 of them and 1 is still for sale. There are 2 couples that want to start building on them this year.

Chip Sealing on Upper Meadows Road – Ken stated that the chip sealing will start approximately August 15th. The EMSSD traded water for sand and salt with UDOT for their use in chip sealing Highway 153.
Equipment Status – Ken stated that he has the loader torn down and has asked 3 people to give him bids to rebuild the motor. He hasn’t received the bids back yet. The board requested that Ken have a completion date in writing included in the bids.
Discussion   - Ken stated that the new Case backhoe is in Cedar right now. Century Equipment is prepping it and getting ready to deliver to us.
Fire Department Status – Ken reported that the fire truck and equipment is still in Parowan. They haven’t received payment yet.
David stated that he hasn’t received any paperwork from Parowan City so he can pay them. Ken will give them a call and have them get the paperwork to David.

Discussion – Lane inquired about the road signs that were ordered. Ken stated that we have the signs but they haven’t been put up yet.

Dee commented that the Homeowner’s Associations should be responsible to put the address signs on the buildings. We need to get the information to the Association presidents.

Mike suggested getting a map from the County and having it laminated to place on the outside of the firehouse.

Ken stated that Britton is working for the resort for the summer and will come back to work for the EMSSD in the winter. Ken is trying to find some youth groups that need to do service projects and have them move the block for the retaining wall at the fire house.
Eagle Point Resort - Lane stated that the repairs to the Monarch lift are almost done. They have a lot of events planned for the summer. The Tushar Crusher is July 9th. They also have family reunions, class reunions and youth groups in July and a wedding in August. They will not be having any music festivals this year. 
Lane also stated that the schedule for Aspen Crest is getting the roads prepped and graded by the end of July. The roads paved in August. Signing the final plats in September and having the road signs installed in October so everything is done before winter.
New Business:
Review and Approve Monthly Bills – David presented the bills that have been paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable to the board for approval.
David pointed out that the annual bond payment for the fire station is $14,150 He would like to pay $207,150 this year, leaving $86,000 in the bond account. This would save us over $100,000 in interest.
Motion – Lane Tucker made a motion for David to pay the $207,150 that was discussed on the bond for the fire station. Duane Baugh seconded. All approved without objection.

David stated that Rocky Mt. Power paid us $4,000 for the bill we sent to them. He isn’t sure if we will have a balance due on the damage claims that we owed them but will go ahead and pay them if we receive another statement.
Motion – Lou Brown made a motion to approve the bills paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable with the exception of the damage claims to Rocky Mountain Power until we receive another billing statement. Lane Tucker seconded. All approved without objection.
Discussion – Mike suggested that the EMSSD consider getting a new loader because the County has a plan where they get a new loader every year. 

Ken stated that we would be required to buy the 1st loader for $122,000. If you meet the criteria they will then pay you back $22,000 the next year and you get a new loader. The amount varies but he will check into it and see if it is something the board would be interested in. 

Mike also inquired about the status of our old truck. Ken stated that there are still some minor details that need to be addressed then he will put it up for sale.

Motion – Lou Brown made the motion to adjourn at 10:15 a.m.
