Call to Order – Dee Draney called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. stating for the record that we have a quorum.
Review and Approve September 23, 2016 Minutes. The board reviewed the September 23, 2016 minutes for approval and corrections if necessary.

There were two corrections made to the minutes.

Motion – Duane Baugh made the motion to approve the minutes with corrections. Gaye Christiansen seconded. All approved without objection.

Overview of Current Operations: Ken Orton
Water System Status – Ken reported that the water system is looking good. Aspen Crest used 40,000 gallons of water when doing their road project. The project is done now and the tank is overflowing.
Flow Measurements – Ken reported that the Forest Service Spring is down to 8 gpm and the Puffer Spring flow is down to 80 gpm. 
Roads– Ken reported that the roads are looking good. They have fixed the break on the Upper Meadows Road and the damage spots where the snow cats have crossed.
Phil Emerson inquired about the road on the right of way in front of the lower lodge stating that there are a lot of big pot holes and his understanding is that the EMSSD takes care of that road.

Ken stated that there is broken pavement on the road and it belongs to the Village Condo Association so they would have to talk to Leo about it.

Dee commented that if it is broken asphalt the EMSSD is not responsible to pay for it.
Phil responded that it has to be a right of way but he thought it was just dirt. It’s approximately 500 to 700 feet and everyone drives on it. The road gets plowed by the EMSSD. He was inquiring to see if the EMSSD could possibly dump a load of dirt to fill the pot holes and smooth it out.

Dee and Ken will take a look at the road to see what can be done and let Phil know.
Equipment Status -Ken reported that the chipper is having some problems that he is currently working on but everything else looks good. The new loader should be here between now and November 18th. Ken is also preparing all the chains for the equipment.
Dee commented that we need the new loader on the mountain as soon as possible.

Discussion – Ken stated that he knows someone that has a set of 4 winter tires and rims for $800. They will fit the new truck and asked the board if he could have authorization to purchase them. The truck has summer tires on it now.

Motion – Lou Brown made a motion authorizing Ken to purchase the tires and rims for the new truck for $800. Gaye Christiansen seconded. All approved without objection.
Removal of Old Equipment – Dee stated that someone was interested in buying some of the old equipment on the mountain for $3,000. Dave commented that we need to get at least $5,000.
Motion – Phil Emerson made a motion to declare the old 925 Case loader and the orange snowplow as surplus equipment. Lou Brown seconded. All approved without objection.

We will advertise the equipment for sale with a minimum bid of $5,000.

Phil stated that he knows a gentleman that is interested in the old fire truck we have for sale. We were asking $3,000 last year and no one was interested. Dee responded that the board will consider any offers made. We will update at the next meeting.

Purchase of a Clean Air Monitor – Ken discussed pricing with the board for purchasing a clean air monitor to use when going down into the vaults.
Motion – Duane Baugh made a motion authorizing Ken to purchase a clean air monitor for $1,000 or less. Phil Emerson seconded. All approved without objection.
Fire Department Status – Ken reported that the fire department is up and ready to go. He is going to take the pumper truck down to town and have it serviced.
Ken commented that Lance Wood has moved up to the mountain and has asked to join the volunteer fire department. Ken has gone over the equipment with him.
