APPROVED MINUTES

Call to Order – Lane Tucker called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. stating for the record that a quorum is present.
Review and Approve March 18, 2016 Minutes. The board reviewed the March 18, 2016 minutes for approval and corrections if necessary.

Motion – Phil Emerson made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Duane Baugh seconded. All approved without objection.

Dee Draney joined the meeting at 9:10 a.m.
Overview of Current Operations: Ken Orton
Water System Status – Ken reported that the water system is holding its own. There is a 20 gpm at a fire hydrant leak near the upper lodge. He has shut off the valve and will get it fixed as soon as he can get into it.
Flow Measurements – Ken reported that the Forest Service Spring is still at 5 gpm and Puffer Spring is up to 75 gpm.
Roads– Ken reported that some of the roads are really good and some are really bad. We have had 3 storms since the last meeting and he has spent a lot of time plowing.
Info on Purchasing a New Truck – Ken has looked around for a truck but hasn’t settled on anything yet. He is looking for a ¾ ton Ford or Dodge with a utility bed that will handle a plow.
He has had a couple of inquiries into the truck we own now and is getting it cleaned up to so we can put it up for sale.

Loader Status – Ken stated that the motor they looked at after the last meeting had a bad cylinder so they were unable to go ahead with the purchase. They are checking out some other motors and will update at the next meeting.
Discussion   - Ken stated that Century Equipment wanted Ken to sign a new lease for the backhoe we have for $4,300. However, Ken found out that John Deere is offering a better deal on a loader with a lease to purchase option. It would save us approximately $3,000 and is a step up from the backhoe we had last year.
Kent’s Lake Water Rights- Ken reported that after attending the meeting last month, they wouldn’t agree to store and release any water until they see what the water year is going to be like. They may still agree to store and release it. Ken will follow up and report as information becomes available.

Fire Department Status – Ken reported that they are continuing to do maintenance on the fire trucks and he has had Britton out on the equipment a couple of times. 
They did some fire mitigation last week removing about 20 trees. There are some other trees that they want to take out but need to get permission from some Homeowners to remove trees on their property.
Pumper Truck from Parowan City – Ken reported that Parowan City is willing to give us the Hughie pumper truck but they have some fire equipment on it and they are asking $2,000 for it. Ken stated that the equipment is worth that amount and it is all stuff that we need. 
Motion – Lane Tucker made a motion to pay the $2,000 to Parowan City for the equipment that comes with the pumper truck.  Phil Emerson. All approved without objection.

Ken also reported that the french drain they put in at the fire station is working great. He is also planning to order the block for the retaining wall this week.

Eagle Point Resort - Lane reported that the resort had a good season despite having to close early due to the bearing going out in the Monarch lift. They are now prepping for their summer events.
EMSSD:
Chip Seal on Upper Meadows Road – Ken spoke to Cory with the County and he gave Ken an estimated cost of $11,000 for materials only. 

The County is also interested possibly trading some gravel for our dump truck pup but Cory wants to look at it first. Ken will update at the next meeting.
Ken stated that UDOT is planning to chip seal from Merchant Valley up past Puffer Lake this summer and said they would leave any excess material for us to use. 
New Business:
SITLA Water Rights – Lou stated the SITLA has 34 acre feet of water on the mountain and they are required to store 7 acre feet. Lou is going to file an extension to prove up on the water. Leo commented that SITLA may want to consider deeding the water to the EMSSD and do a water banking agreement.
Review and Approve Monthly Bills – David presented the bills that have been paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable to the board for approval.
David stated that Rocky Mountain Power is getting upset that we have not made payment for damage claims. Ken needs to get the information to David so we can bill them for the work Ken did getting Rocky Mountain Power into their own power poles when there was the power outage on the mountain. We will then pay any remainder of amount owed to them.

Motion – Gaye Christiansen made a motion to approve the bills paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable with the exception of the damage claims to Rocky Mountain Power. Phil Emerson seconded. All approved without objection.

Motion – Lou Brown made the motion to adjourn at 10:00 a.m.
