APPROVED MINUTES

Call to Order – Dee Draney called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. stating for the record that a quorum is present.
Review and Approve April 22, 2016 Minutes. The board reviewed the April 22, 2016 minutes for approval and corrections if necessary.

Motion – Phil Emerson made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Lane Tucker seconded. All approved without objection.

Overview of Current Operations: Ken Orton
Water System Status – Ken reported that they had a fair size leak above the lower lodge and they now have a 40 gpm leak near the Village Circle. He has been shutting off valves to try and pinpoint the exact location. He will get it repaired as soon as possible. 
Lane commented that it would be a good idea if we could send an email to the Homeowners whenever the water is going to be out and also stated that he would be willing to send the email if he could get the email addresses of the Homeowners.

After further discussion, Ken will talk to David to get the email addresses of the Homeowners Association presidents so Lane can send any emails to them and they can email the individual homeowners.
Flow Measurements – Ken reported that the Forest Service Spring is up to 30 gpm. He turned the water into the system on Wednesday. The Puffer Spring flow is up to 80 gpm, pumping 30 gpm.
Ken stated that the mountain has had 350 total snow inches for the year and 96 inches since the resort closed.

Roads– Ken reported that the roads are looking really good. He has graded all of Grizzly Ridge and Hyrum Lee. A lot of the roads are still drying out because of all the moisture and they will continue to work on them.
Ken also stated that he ordered new blades for the grader.

New Truck – Duane found a truck that the EMSSD purchased. It is a 2016 Ford diesel 3500. Ken is well pleased with the truck so far and it is set up for a snow plow, sander, skid plates etc.
We haven’t put the other truck up for sale yet, Ken is still using it and going through everything to make sure it’s in great shape before we sell it. 

Equipment Status – Ken stated that they are still looking for a motor for the loader and will update when they find one.

Discussion   - Ken stated that the lease for the backhoe we have now from Century Equipment is going up from $3,000 to $4,300.  John Deere is still in negotiations and we could get a better deal on a backhoe with a lease to purchase option. However, we will have to wait 45 days to get one.
Dee stated that even though the John Deere is a better backhoe and a better deal we can’t be without a backhoe for 45 days. His opinion is that we sign the lease for the Case backhoe with Century Equipment for this year and look into the John Deere for next year.

Trading Gravel for Dump Truck Pup with Beaver County- Ken stated that Cory hasn’t been up to look at the dump truck pup yet because of all the snow. It is still a work in progress and Ken will report as information becomes available.
Fire Department Status – Ken stated that David hasn’t issued the check for $2,000 for the fire truck from Parowan City. The truck has been certified and has all the bells and whistles that we need. Dee will talk to David to see about getting the check issued.
Ken reported that he has been training Britton and they have been testing all the fire hydrants. He will start more training when the mountain’s summer help returns.
Eagle Point Resort - Lane stated that they just got their new mountain bikes in and the Boy Scouts will be coming, starting June 6th.  
Lane also stated that they have a lot of events planned for the summer, bike races, music festivals etc. and they are hoping the roads and trails dry out soon.

EMSSD:
Chip Seal on Upper Meadows Road – Ken is still looking into doing the chip seal this year and stated that UDOT is chip sealing Highway 153 from Beaver’s main street up past Puffer Lake.
New Business:
Review and Approve Monthly Bills – Brenda presented the bills, on behalf of David that have been paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable to the board for approval.
Brenda also presented recommendations from the auditors on behalf of David. He will go over them in further detail at the next meeting.

Ken stated that David has billed Rocky Mountain Power which will reduce the amount we owe them for the damage claims. Once that is worked out David will pay the balance due.
Motion – Gaye Christiansen made a motion to approve the bills paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable with the exception of the damage claims to Rocky Mountain Power. Phil Emerson seconded. All approved without objection.
Motion – Phil Emerson made the motion to adjourn at 10:15 a.m.
