APPROVED MINUTES

Call to Order – Dee Draney called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. stating for the record that we have a quorum.
Review and Approve August 26, 2016 Minutes. The board reviewed the August 26, 2016 minutes for approval and corrections if necessary.

Motion – Duane Baugh made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Lane Tucker seconded. All approved without objection.

Overview of Current Operations: Ken Orton
Water System Status – Ken reported that the water system is doing fine. 
Flow Measurements – Ken reported that the Forest Service Spring is down to 14 gpm which is normal for this time of year. The Puffer Spring flow is at 100 gpm. 
Roads– Ken reported that some of the roads are a little muddy because of the storms we just had. He put down some rock and will continue to work on them. He also stated that we could use some more gravel.
Equipment Status -Ken reported that the equipment is in good shape and the new loader we are buying should be here by the middle of the month, including the plow and attachments.
Road Signage – Ken stated that he only has a couple more sign posts to put up next week and the road signage will be complete.
Discussion – Ken commented that the people working to build a new cabin on the corner of Sunset and Ponderosa also bought the lot next to it and they plan to run the water to their cabin across this lot. They have put in a driveway to the cabin on the 2nd lot. They are aware that they need to pay the impact fees for both lots.
Fire Department Status – Ken reported that he hasn’t done any fire training yet but the fire trucks and equipment are fine.

Discussion - Ken stated that the Forest Service and the Resort have both been using the water truck. They have used it to keep the dust down and the Resort has used it to do load tests on the lifts by filling garbage bags inside of boxes with water to simulate the weight of people.
Discussion – Clay Matheson with the Forest Service reported on the fire that has been burning on the mountain. Clay stated that the Fire was planned to be a prescribed burn for next year but it started by lightning and we had enough moisture in the spring to let it continue to burn. It did however burn more than was expected.
The polygon which is the perimeter of the fire is 8,883 acres. They built a barrier to protect the EMSSD and the Resort. It burned from Highway 153 all the way to Sulphurdale. The total black acreage where it burned the canopy, which is the trees, leaves etc., is 4,000 acres. The other burn acreage was just the floor of the forest. It wasn’t a complete burn, just spots within the polygon.
Clay also stated that with all the moisture in the last few days, he can guarantee that it is almost completely out. They will still be keeping an eye on it for the next week or so.
Eagle Point Resort - Lane stated that the Aspen Crest road is being filled in with road base. The plan is to have the asphalt done by the end of next week. The company they hired is coming up the first of the week to get it prepped.
Discussion - Lane also stated that he spoke with Shane about the cuts he planned to do on the Upper Meadows road this year. Shane won’t be doing any more cuts in the road this year and Western Rock is going to come up and fix the current cut in the road.
Discussion - Lane commented that the planned opening date for the Resort is December 17th. They have created a new website that will be up and running by mid-October. They had a great summer and are on a final push to get everything cleaned up and ready to go before the opening.
EMSSD:

Update – Mt. Holly Parking Lot - Dee and Ken looked at the Mt. Holly Parking lot at the request of Frank Erwin at the last meeting. They have come up with a plan to see if the Homeowners will pay part and the EMSSD will pay part. It is not totally the EMSSD’s responsibility. It has had 15 years of wear and tear and it will have to wait until next year. They are still trying to figure out exactly where and how it will be done.
 
New Business:
Review Applications for the Assistant District Manager – There have been 6 applications turned in so far. The board decided not to review the applications at the meeting because the job doesn’t close until the end of the day.
Motion – Duane Baugh made a motion to have an executive committee interview all applicants and make recommendation of who they would like to hire and have it confirmed by the members through email. We will then make it official at the next meeting. Gaye Christiansen seconded. All approved without objection.
Review and Approve Monthly Bills – David presented the bills that have been paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable to the board for approval. David asked Leo if he would take a look at the loader contract with Honnen Equipment before he pays it.
Motion – Lane Tucker made the motion to approve the bills that have been paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable with the exception of the amount owed to Honnen Equipment until Leo has reviewed the contract. Duane Baugh seconded. All approved without objection.

Discussion – Colter Tucker approached the board stating that there has been an abandoned car in front of the Holly Ridge Condo’s for quite some time and it is in the way. He has tried to get it moved but no one wants to take ownership of it. 
Leo stated that the EMSSD has adopted the Utah Traffic Code so Colter needs to contact the County Sheriff and have it impounded.
Discussion – Ken stated that he contacted 3 metal salvage yards and a company out of American Fork is interested. Ken will coordinate with them to come and get all the old junk off the mountain including, old plows, graders, the loader, etc. He will update at the next meeting.

Discussion – Ken stated that he got a call from Mark, owner of Snowbound #4 asking if he would dig up and find the top if the septic tank. 

Dee commented that they need to find someone from town or elsewhere to drain the septic tanks on the mountain. It is not our responsibility.  

Duane commented that none of the Homeowners’ Associations know how to properly treat their septic tanks. We will discuss this item further at the next meeting.

Discussion – Dee stated that he made a deal with Rowland Yardley to trade the EMSSD dump truck pup for 2 loads of rock and 3 loads of road base.

Discussion – Ken stated that when Mike Riley went into the PRV’s at Aspen Crest, both vaults were damaged because the soil settled.  A pipe was broken on the outside of one of the vaults and a pipe was broken on the outside of the other vault causing the soil to settle.
Discussion - Ken stated that he needs to purchase a clean air monitor. We will place on agenda for the next meeting. 
Motion – Gaye Christiansen made the motion to adjourn at 10:30 a.m.
