Call to Order – Dee Draney called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m. stating for the record that we have a quorum.
Review and Approve October 28, 2016 Minutes. The board reviewed the October 28, 2016 minutes for approval and corrections if necessary.

Motion – Duane Baugh made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Gaye Christiansen seconded. All approved without objection.

Overview of Current Operations: Ken Orton
Water System Status – Ken reported that the water system is looking good. He and Jeremy went through the system on Monday and checked all the PRV’s on Tuesday. They found a leaky valve on one of the PRV’s and replaced it on Wednesday. They both attended a training class on regulations on Thursday.
Flow Measurements – Ken reported that the Forest Service Spring is still at 8 gpm and the Puffer Spring flow is down to 70 gpm. Both tanks are overflowing, which is good.
Roads– Ken reported that they started blading the roads but they are pretty dusty.
The mountain got an inch of snow last week and should be getting more next week. They will continue to work on the roads.

They have been shredding wind piles and junk trees along the sides of the roads and doing cleanup.

Jeremy also moved a bunch of rocks to make a perimeter around the fire station and it looks really good.
Equipment Status – Ken reported that the new loader will be here on Monday or Tuesday of next week. They will get it ready with chains etc. The rest of the equipment is ready to go.
Removal of Old Equipment – Ken reported that we sold the old loader for $5,000. The junk hauler is planning to be on the mountain to pick up the rest of the old equipment, miscellaneous fittings etc. the end of December. They are going to pay us $80 per ton. They will pick it up and haul it out. Jeremy is working on getting everything drained and ready to go. 
Purchase of a Clean Air Monitor – At the last meeting the board authorized Ken to purchase a clean air monitor for $1,000 or less. After further checking into what he needs he estimates the cost to be closer to $1,500.
Motion – Lane Tucker made a motion authorizing Ken to purchase a clean air monitor for $1,500 or less. Gaye Christiansen seconded. All approved without objection.
Fire Department Status – Ken stated that he had an orientation with Jeremy on the fire truck and they plan to have a volunteer fire department training next Wednesday at 9:00 a.m. at the fire house. Ken also stated that they want to get an updated brush truck and are currently working with George Humphreys to see what they can do.
They also plan to bring the old fire truck from town up to the mountain and decorate it for Christmas in front of the fire station.

Eagle Point Resort – Lane stated that they are gearing up for the season right now and their planned open date is December 17th.

New Business:
Review and Approve Tentative Annual Budget for 2017 – David reviewed the tentative annual budget for 2017 with the board stating that it is going to be a tight budget for next year, mostly due to the fact that Bowman Asset has not paid their fees for the lots that they abandoned.
Gaye Christiansen commented that we had previously talked about raising the quarterly fees. They haven’t had an increase if fees for over 10 years.

Leo commented that we would need to hold a public hearing before we could raise the fees and it’s too late for this year to do so. We will address at the January meeting to discuss raising fees the second quarter of 2017.

Motion – Duane Baugh made the motion to approve the 2017 Tentative Annual Budget. Lane Tucker seconded. All approved without objection.
Review and Approve Monthly Bills – David presented the bills that have been paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable to the board for approval. 
Motion – Lane Tucker made a motion to approve the bills that have been paid since the last meeting and the accounts payable. Duane Baugh seconded. All approved without objection.

Review and Approve Employment Agreement with Jeremy Carroll – The board reviewed the employment agreement between the EMSSD and Jeremy Carroll as Assistant District Manager.

Motion – Duane Baugh made the motion to approve the Employment Agreement between the EMSSD and Jeremy Carroll as the EMSSD Assistant District Manager. Lane Tucker seconded. A roll call vote was called. Dee Draney, Lane Tucker, Duane Baugh and Gaye Christiansen voted in favor. None opposed.
Discussion – Ken and Ellen Barney, with the Mt. Holly Village Condo Association approached the board to discuss their parking lot and the resort’s road in front of the lower lodge. Ken stated that he has done what he could to repair the pot holes and the road by hauling in some gravel and some road base. They further discussed issues with snowplowing in front of the Village condo’s for the winter. 

Ellen Barney discussed in detail the benefits of the Firewife Community for both the EMSSD and the Homeowners on the mountain. They offer grants for fire mitigation etc. and there is a lot of useful information on their website. The board will look into what they have to offer and report as information becomes available. Ken and Ellen also commented that they are not on the mountain all the time but are happy to help solve any problems that may arise.

Motion – Lane Tucker made the motion to adjourn at 10:25 a.m.
