UNAPPROVED MINUTES

Call to Order – Lane Tucker called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. stating for the record that a quorum is present.
Review and Approve November 18, 2016 Minutes. The board reviewed the November 18, 2016 minutes for approval and corrections if necessary.

Motion – Gaye Christiansen made the motion to approve the minutes as written. Phil Emerson seconded. All approved without objection.

Overview of Current Operations: Ken Orton
Water System Status – Ken reported that they received 54 inches of snow in 2 ½ days. The pipes froze up at the Puffer pump house breaking 3 valves and a meter. They lost 5 feet of water in the tank. It took a couple days for he and Jeremy to get it repaired. The water system is back up to par and the tank is full.
Flow Measurements – Ken reported that the Forest Service Spring is at 9 gpm and the Puffer Spring flow is up to 74 gpm.
Equipment Status – Ken reported that the new loader arrived on November 23rd and they put the chains on it the same day. The blade arrived a couple days later. 

 Roads– Ken stated that it took them a couple of days after all the snowfall but Jeremy has done a fantastic job cleaning up and getting the roads back open.
Removal of Old Equipment – Ken stated that Western Metals from Springville will be down to haul off the rest of the scrap metal after the first of the year.

Fire Department Status – Ken reported that Jeremy has been getting some good training on the fire equipment. All of the fire hydrants are cleaned off and operational. They had to cancel their fire training last week due to all the snow received on the mountain. They have scheduled the next training on December 21st after the resort opens on December 17th.
Ken commented that they hauled the old fire truck up to the fire house and are planning on decorating it with Christmas lights if they have time.

Health Insurance for Ken and Jeremy – David stated that he spoke with Ginger McMullin to see if Ken and Jeremy could be on the County health plan. She said that they could, but would be given the same options as the rest of the County employees. The board discussed the options in greater detail. 
David also stated that he requested a quote from Select Health but hasn’t received anything back yet.
David suggested contributing $500 per month to Jeremy’s HSA, the same amount contributed to Ken’s HSA until they decide on a health plan.
Motion – Gaye Christiansen made a motion to start contributing $500 per month to Jeremy’s HSA effective January 1, 2017. Duane Baugh seconded. All approved without objection.
David will look at additional options and we will discuss further at the meeting in January.
Eagle Point Resort – Lane stated that they discovered some major water damage on Monday, to 7 of the units at Wooded Ridge. The power has been shut off since October due to non-payment by the owner. The pipes froze and burst the connections in unit 18, saturating the floor and walls of unit17 which is the unit below. It was completely destroyed. Units 1, 3, 13, 15, and 19 also had major water damage. They had the power restored by putting it in the resort’s name. All of the plumbing has been fixed and they are working on getting the units repaired. 
Lane stated that the good news is, that Eagle Point is on track to have the entire resort open on December 17th. They will be open from the 17th to January 2nd, then will go to a Friday thru Monday schedule.        
EMSSD - David will present the accounts payable at the January meeting since we just had a meeting on November 18th. 
David stated that he hasn’t received the actual contract for the loader and would like to review it before he makes the payment that is due on December 31st. 
Motion – Duane Baugh made a motion authorizing David to pay Honnen Equipment for the loader, after reviewing the contract and making sure it is consistent with what we agreed to. Phil Emerson seconded. All approved without objection.

Dee Draney joined the meeting at 5:55 p.m.

6:00 - Public Hearing 

The board moved into Public Hearing at 6:00 p.m. to receive comment on adjustments made to the 2016 annual budget and the tentative annual budget for 2017.

David reviewed the adjustments made to the 2016 annual budget with the board. There were no comments from the audience.

The Public Hearing was closed at 6:15 p.m.

Motion – Phil Emerson made the motion to approve the amended 2016 budget. Gaye Christiansen seconded. All approved without objection.

Motion - Phil Emerson made the motion to approve and accept the 2017 annual budget. Dee Draney seconded. All approved without objection.
